He discussed the cash
balance in the Road and Bridge Fund and pending invoices that will come out of that
fund. The Commissioners and Mr. Pyle also addressed the Special Bridge budget. There
was a lengthy discussion on transferring funds from the Road and Bridge Fund to the
Road & Bridge Equipment Reserve Fund.

On motion (18-453) of Commissioner Wood and the second of Commissioner Moody to
transfer $300,000 from the Road and Bridge fund to the Road & Bridge Equipment
Reserve fund.

$369,509 which is a difference of $11,033 in the two bids. He discussed some of the
differences in the bids.
