Dear Coby;

As requested, | assisted youw.in conducting a sludge profile of your system’s wastewater stabilization ponds on
October 25. The enclosed report summarizes my findings.

We took 44 measurements in Cell 1, the East cell. The average sludge depth in the cell was 6.9 inches, with
only about two {2) inches of heavy sludge. This cell was being operated at a total depth of 5 feet. The loss of
capacity due to sludge accumulation is 11 percent.

In Cell 2, the Southwest cell, we took 33 measurements. The average sludge depth in this cell was 5.21 inches,
with approximately 2 inches of heavy sludge. This cell was being operated at a total depth of 5 feet. The loss
of capacity in this cell was 8.68 percent.

In cell 3, the Northwest cell, we took 19 measurements. The average sludge depth was 4.53 inches, with no
thick sludge. The loss of capacity due to sludge accumulation in this cell was 4.53 percent.

| do not believe immediate sludge removal is warranted given the limited amount of sludge in the cells.
Sludge removal is usually only necessary when the effluent fails to meet discharge permit limits or when the
system has constant odor problems. The constant odors will usually only occur when approximately 25 -
percent or more of lagoon capacity is lost due to sludge accumulation. Other factors include system design,
operation and capacity. The lighter sludge will be consumed by anaerobic bacteria, resuiting in more heavy
sludge. it is this heavy sludge that can cause problems and cften requires removal. Sludge removal projects
can-be very expensive. That is why KRWA often recommends that a reserve fund be created for when the
sludge removal is needed in the future. A budget estimate price of $0.05 per gallons was provided to me by a
contractor that removes sludge. Using this budget cost estimate and estimated 2 feet of sludge accumulation
when the sludge is needed to be remaved, your system would need to save an estimated $88,000 for 2 feet of
sludge removal in just cell #1 at today's estimated cost.

The cells were in need of erosion control such as rip-rap when I visited in in June. Rip-rap has been added
completely around cells 2 and 3 and on the north and west side and partly on the south and east side of cell 1,
| understand that this will be completed when funds are available. You believe it will be later this fall or next
spring, as | understood. This was done very well and the workers that placed the fip-rap should be
commended for a fine job.

I also understand that several grinder pumps have been replaced in the past couple of years. Replacing
grinder pumps as well as reserve for sludge removal may require the county to increase rates to help ensure
funds are available to cover system operation and maintenance costs.

WHEREAS, the Provider desires to provide the servicés to the College and to provide the College
the benefit of its unique skills, knowledge, facilities, and equipment toward carrying out the educational
mission of the College and thereby improving the educational apportunities of its employees.

NCW, THEREFORE, the College and the Provider agree as follows:

I. _Services to be provided. Services prowded to the College by the Provider shall include but not be
limited to the following: :

Classroom facilities. Crawford County will serve as a training site for educational programs or
classes conducted by the College. The Provider will maintain complete authority and control
over classroom facilities at Crawford County facility. The furnishing of the aforesaid facilities
shall be subject to the scheduling and contral of the Provider in keeping with the rules and
regulations of the Callege. Employees shall be subject to the scheduling and control of the
Provider in keeping with the rules and regufations of the College.

Equipment usage. The Provider will make available to the College access to and use of
equipment necessary to conduct specialized training in the operation, use or maintenance of
such equipment.

Faculty. The Provider will offer, when appropriate, qualified faculty members who will be
under a College instructional contract for the programs. The faculty will be responsible to the
college for the instruction, control and supervision of the students consistent with the rules
and regulations of the College.

Consulting. The Provider will provide consulting. services to the college based upon unigue
skills of its officers, employees or agents. Such consultation may relate to course curriculum,
personal educational needs of employees or other areas as deemed appropriate by the
College. .

II. Scholarships. The College agrees to provide scholarships, including normal fees, to employees of the
Pravider based on a request for the training and verification of employment by the employer;
verification must be received within the first two weeks of the semester in which the employee is
attending the College. The employee will pay material, lab and other equipment usage fees incurred
through enroliment in training. ‘ c '

III. Students. It is understood that the Provider may.from time to time enroll individuals designated by
the Provider in classes offered by the College.

IV. Offering of Courses. The determination of courses to be offered and the determination of the
number of students required to offer a course shall remain at the sole discretion of the College in
