NNW of the SE cor of the
NEz of Sect. 20 Twp 27 Rg. 2L, which is 2 mi, W, of Cato, where the road turns
(orly) south, The house or cabin where the Simons family lived was higher up
the hill to the ME, and these graves zre on the SW slope of the hill, trees &
brush covering the top of the hill from the graves upward, and pasture land
from there on down to the S & .

lir. Perry Evans, who was born & has lived 2ll his life 1 mi. E of this spot,

walked with us to the site of the 2 graves., He believes his father lived where
he now lives at the time that lr, Simons was murdered. FXe thought that }rs.Smmons
was having a baby at the time the shooting took place, The 8 year old child
buried by her fath:r died neerly 2 years later, so apparently the baby lived.

(He thought it was the baby that died.)

11-17-1970, the two Reynolds broth:rs who live just § of Cato told us they own
the ferm where these 2 graves are located, and they believed the child died of
pneunonia,

Lr, Evans recalled that Sam Simons of Pawnee Station (Anna) was related to this
Simons family, as was Perry Hill of near Farlington, or his wife., Ben Louderback,
now in his 90's of Girard was a bro, of lrs, Sam Simons.

(now Crawford Co) # 5; and in the Agricultural Census with same,

Archie Simons, now retired, who farmed north of Girard and with his wife ran an
uoholsterv shop in Girard for some vears, had heard the story of the shooting of

a familv member. Vis grandfather was John W, Simons, who had brothers Peter, Sam

and Ardrew, so without doubt Samuel Clay Simons was Archie's great-grandfather, (197L)
