Applicant must have knowledge of public health nursing 
theory and practice, public health administration, nursing supervision, consultation, fiscal 
management including budget and grant preparation, communication skills, and the ability to 
work with clients of all ages including children and non-English speaking persons. 

Essential job duties include administration, such as preparing annual budget, procurement of 
grant and private funds, developing strategic planning procedures, establishing medical and 
clinical programs and procedures, supervision of programs, direction of nursing program and 
providing public health nursing services, implementing quarantine in the event of 
communicable disease concern, serve on various community advisory boards, initiate and 
participate in community programs to provide health promotion and education information, 
and implement new health programs.
