CRAWFORD COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH
PUBLIC HEARINGS AND OPENING OF ANNOUNCED BIDS
MESSAGES FROM THE PUBLIC
Item One: Christy Mitchell of Blue Cross and Blue Shield discussing the Crawford County Health Insurance Plan.  Commissioner Wood asked Ms. Mitchell to review some of the claims that have been submitted on the county’s health insurance plan this year and to discuss any suggestions for management of the plan.  Ms. Mitchell stated that the county could look at changing the amount on the stop-loss coverage for the county and there was a discussion of looking at a monthly stop-loss policy.  Some options for a wellness program to encourage healthy lifestyles were discussed with a discussion of ways to encourage employee participation.  There was also a discussion of the importance of having spouses and adult children of employees participate in a wellness program.  Ms. Mitchell discussed some of the complications that come into play with the Affordable Care Act and ways to avoid mistakes in this area.  The Commissioners asked Ms. Mitchell to come back with additional information on the wellness plan and to discuss some other options to help reduce healthcare expenses. 
Commissioner Murphy wanted to discuss how the COBRA coverage for former employees and their dependents works.  Ms. Mitchell stated that by law the county would be required to offer COBRA coverage to former employees or their dependents for at least 18 months.  These people would pay their monthly premiums directly to BC/BS with a 2% surcharge but they would still impact the county’s self-funded plan.  The Commissioners thanked Ms. Mitchell for the information on COBRA coverage.

MESSAGES FROM APPOINTED OFFICIALS
Item One:  Ms. Judy Freeman regarding a short plat approval for Ms. Jeanette Cukjati.  Ms. Freeman discussed some of the history in regards to this short plat.  It was discussed that this needs to be signed by the County Surveyor, Ron Albertini.  Ms. Cukjati also discussed the history of this plat and that there have been several delays and that the county surveyor is planning on signing off on this plat today and then it will be ready for approval by the County Commissioners. The Commissioners suggested that the County Surveyor review this plan while the County Commissioners are in session as the Board of County Canvassers.  They could return to regular session after the conclusion of the County Canvass and the Zoning Officer could present the case to the Commissioners and the plat could be filed with the Register of Deeds Office if it is approved.  

After the canvass adjourned, the Board of County Commissioners resumed the regular session to review this zoning issue.  

Mr. Ron Albertini, County Surveyor, was present and stated that he had examined the plat to be filed and he felt that it met all of the requirements of the Planning & Zoning Board.  Mr. Albertini discussed some of the details of this case and reviewed the plat with the Commissioners.  Ms. Freeman, County Zoning Administrator, stated that the Planning and Zoning had approved a change in zoning for this area from Agricultural to Rural Residential.  There was also a discussion of the requirements for rural subdivisions and some of the problems that were encountered with this case. 
On motion (15-103) of Commissioner Moody and the second of Commissioner Murphy to approve the change in zoning from Agricultural to Rural Residential for the area that will become the short plat to be known as Country Meadows.
