Section 1: Based on a review of the record submitted by the Planning and Zoning Board
the above described property mests the ctiteria for a new subdivision known as Country
Meadows meets the criteria as set forth in the current Subdivision Regulations for a zoning
amendment.

Section 2: The official zoning maps and records for Crawford County, Kansas, shall be
amended to reflect the change as approved in Section 1 above.

Section 3: This resolution will take effect upon its signing and publication in the legal
section of the official county newspaper.
