MESSAGES FROM ELECTED OFFICIALS

Item One:  Representative Adam Lusker regarding a Certificate of Appreciation from the Kansas State Legislature for Bob Kmiec. Representative Lusker asked the Commissioners if they had any questions about any issues that might be addressed in the upcoming legislative session.  Former State Representative Bob Grant discussed some of the history of the Gaming Issue.  There was a discussion of the postponement that was approved for bids to be submitted to the Kansas Gaming Commission for possible casino bids for the Southeast Kansas Gaming Zone.  
There was a discussion of the KPERS issue at the state level.  The Commissioners and Representative Lusker all expressed concern about the cancellation of the funding for KPERS for the current fiscal year.  It was clarified that funds were not being taken out of the KPERS funds but that this only cancelled state contributions to KPERS for this year.  Representative Lusker encouraged the Commissioners to contact him during the legislative session if any issues came up that he could help with or if they had questions. There was a discussion of the benefits of Crawford County hiring a lobbyist to help with the gaming issue.  It was discussed that an agreement can be worked out with a lobbyist to give the county only they services that they want.
Representative Adam Lusker presented Commissioner Kmiec with a Certificate from the Kansas State Legislature in Appreciation for his service to the citizens of Crawford County over the last 16 years.  Commissioner Kmiec thanked Mr. Lusker and stated that he has always had the best interests of the Crawford County residents as his goal.
