            NEW BUSINESS FOR CRAWFORD COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH
Item One:  Ms. Janis Goedeke presenting a 1422 Grant from the Kansas Dept. of Health and Environment.  Ms. Goedeke discussed that this grant will require the Health Dept. to work with other local agencies to achieve its goals of preventing obesity, diabetes, heart disease and stroke in Crawford County.  It was discussed that this grant is in the amount of $240,000 for 2015 and it has the potential of being renewed for 3 additional years thereafter.  It was discussed that the Health Dept. would probably need to hire one person to manage this program but that most of the work will go through local organizations and agencies that are already in place.  Ms. Goedeke stated that the state will send out another corrected contract for signature but that she is seeking approval of the grant today.

MESSAGES FROM ELECTED OFFICIALS

Item One: Mr. Dan Peak, Crawford County Sheriff, regarding some 911 issues that are being worked on currently.  Mr. Peak stated that there is an option to purchase additional interface systems that will facilitate the communication between EMS and Fire Depts. and the new CAD, Computerized Aided Dispatch, system.   Mr. Joey Adams, EMS Director, discussed the ability of this system to allow all emergency personnel to communicate directly with the dispatchers in real time and to eventually make the EMS billing process much easier and more accurate.  It was discussed that this system will integrate with the system used by the City of Pittsburg.  There was a discussion of some of the problems with cell phone coverage in the county and with the connections between the AT&T and Craw-Kan phone systems.  Mr. Peak gave the Commissioners copies of the Additional Software License Agreement which included the amounts that would need to be paid for all the different software interfaces that would be purchased.  It was discussed that this total amount of $89,300 would be paid for through the 911 Funds that are received from the state for charges that are billed to all telephone customers.

Item One: Mr. Blake Benson, Pittsburg Area Chamber of Commerce Executive Director, presenting 2015 CVB contract with Pittsburg Area Chamber of Commerce.  Mr. Benson stated that the Chamber hopes to be the host for the CVB over the next several years and that this contract covers the cost of Mr. Harris, a full time assistant, and half of the receptionist cost that is shared with the Chamber as well as office space, supplies and other items necessary to complete the work of the Convention and Visitors Bureau.  The services that are provided by the CVB were discussed.

Item Two: Mr. B.J. Harris, Director of the Crawford County Convention and Visitor’s Bureau, regarding the 2015 Budget for the CVB.  Mr. Harris discussed the budget projections for 2014 and mentioned that the 2015 is slightly lower since Crawford County will not be hosting the Baja Event in 2015.  Mr. Harris distributed a copy of the proposed budget for 2015 as well as some data on visitor spending in Crawford County in 2014.  The commissioners were answered that the Multi-Purpose Event Facility at PSU will not be completed until April or May of 2015 and that they already have booked 2 NCAA Division II Indoor Track and Field Championships and that they are having a site visit from a group in conjunction with bids for hosting the Junior College Indoor Track and Field Championships in 2017 to 2019.
