PUBLIC HEARINGS AND OPENING OF ANNOUNCED BIDS
MESSAGES FROM THE PUBLIC
Item One:  Ms. Linda Roberts, Chairman of the Board for the Miners Hall Museum, regarding the requests for funding from the Historical and Elderly Funds.  Ms. Roberts stated that she just wanted to be available for any questions that the commissioners might have about their requests.  There was a discussion of the meeting held a couple of weeks earlier between Mr. B.J. Harris and representatives of the museums in the county.
MESSAGES FROM ELECTED OFFICIALS
MESSAGES FROM APPOINTED OFFICIALS
Item One:  Mr. Greg Hite, County Maintenance Foreman, will review surplus and outdated equipment list.  Mr. Hite gave the commissioners a list of trucks and equipment that needs to be sold or disposed of.  Commissioner Wood was unsure of the best method for disposing of this equipment.  Purple Wave and Craigslist were both discussed as possible disposal methods.  It was discussed that Mr. Hite would do some work to make all of these units look good for sale.  The commissioners told Mr. Hite to set a minimum price for these pieces of equipment prior to posting them on Craigslist.  There was a discussion of some equipment needs that may come up in the near future. Mr. Hite also discussed that they would be reviewing the mowers for the next commission meeting. 
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Item Two: Mr. B.J. Harris, County Convention and Visitor’s Bureau Director, regarding the meeting of the Museum Task Force that was held in the middle of January. Mr. Harris stated that they had a good discussion but they need to do more work to look at ways to work together. There was a discussion of other funding mechanisms that can help to provide funds for the museums and Mr. Harris thought that they could apply for some grants through the Convention and Visitor’s Bureau. Commissioner Wood stated that the county has to look at all the services they provide and should they cut other services to provide more funding for the museums. Commissioner Murphy stated that he felt that the funds the county can provide will just help these organizations to survive and that the museum task force should continue to work to come up with ideas to help these entities to thrive. Item One:  County Clerk Don Pyle presenting the January 2015 Clerk’s Report.  Mr. Pyle stated that it summarizes the total amounts spent by departments for payroll and other bills during the month of January. Mr. Pyle also gave the Commissioners a copy of the December 2014 to January 2015 Clerk’s Report of Changes in Expenditures for comparison.  Mr. Pyle explained that expenditures for January of each year are much higher than for any other month as annual insurance premiums and several other annual expenses are paid for the entire year.  There was a discussion of how the annual premium for insurance is distributed to some of the departments with higher exposures.
