Item One: Crawford County Fire Fighters Association regarding FEMA AFG Air Pack Grant.  Mr. Rod Pulliam, Fire District Number 3 Fire Chief, addressed the Commissioners regarding the Air Pact Grant that was approved for the Fire Fighters Association.  Mr. Pulliam stated that 9 fire districts went together for this grant. He stated the total grant is for $683,400. The fire districts’ portion is $34,170 and that is a 5% match from the local fire districts. Mr. Pulliam said that Girard Fire Chief Chase Waggoner did most of the leg work for the grant. A discussion was held on the type and brand of equipment. Mr. Pulliam stated the next step will be to put this equipment out for official bid.

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Item Two: Girard City Administrator Larry Dillon regarding the City of Girard Neighborhood Revitalization Program.  Mr. Dillon stated that the program does require that the school district and the county participate. He said the two main differences in the new revitalization program is that this one is approved for a 10 year period and that it covers the entire City except for government and railroad property, including business and residential. Mr. Dillon explained the rest of the details of the program. Mr. Wood was answered that if the property is sold before the 10 year period the new owner will still receive the rebate.

Mr. Dillon stated that he will get the Commissions a copy of the grant for their review.
