He stated that this represents the amount awarded from the state and requires no money from the county but that the county needs to approve this award and sign off on it before the state funds will be transferred.

Commissioner Murphy was answered that this is all state money that comes through the Department of Corrections and that these funds should be pretty safe from budget reductions.

MESSAGES FROM APPOINTED OFFICIALS
Item One:  Mr. Bill Towery, County Environmental Protection Officer, regarding an illegal dump site in the Franklin area that he is working to get cleaned up.  Mr. Towery stated that the state will pay for 75% of the cleanup costs and that the county can use their labor and equipment time to make up the 25% county match. Mr. Towery stated that since this site is located on 3 adjacent parcels of land there must be an agreement on both of the parcels.  There was a discussion of the scope of the work and that the state had sent an investigator to look at the site and help develop a plan.   
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[image: image7.png](4) This contract shall terminate upon _Crawford County receipt of written notice
from KDHE that the _Crawford County has demonstrated that the items set forth
in the work plan were satisfactorily completed.

(5) Nothing in this agreement shall be considered an admission of any fact or an
acknowledgment of any liability; and, nothing herein shall be binding or have any
effect on the position of the parties on any other agreements which may be
negotiated between them.

(6) KDHE and the Crawford County will not be liable for any acts or omissions of
their respective employees, agents, assigns, contractors, or persons acting on
behalf of KDHE or the Crawford County in carrying out any activities pursuant to
the terms of this agreement, beyond that liability granted by the Kansas Tort
Claims Act, K.S.A. 75-6101 et seq.

(7) Failure to obtain necessary site access agreements, per paragraph I1.(9),
and/or to submit documentation of access agreements to KDHE upon KDHE's
request, shall result in KDHE denying reimbursement of outstanding funds to
Crawford County.

{8) KDHE shali not be responsible for any paymenté for site access or crop
damage.

(9) By signing this agreement, the person below warrants that he or she has the
authority to sign this document and to bind the parties to its terms.
