Mr. Emerson stated that now the Commissioners need to determine if the fence is suitable to keep livestock in the pasture and they need to assign responsibility for the cost of and maintenance of the fence.  Mr. Albertini stated that he was not sure who constructed the new fence.  Mr. Albertini stated that the fence viewing scheduled for 11:30 AM would not take long.
