Item One: Nick Junior-Galindo and Ryan Thomas students from the USD 247 Technology Student Association requesting a donation for travel expenses to attend the TSA National Conference and Competition. There was a discussion of the safety videos that are available as well as other resources that could help the county to control their risks.  There was a discussion of places that could be available for employees to watch safety videos on days when they might not be able to work outside.
