            NEW BUSINESS FOR CRAWFORD COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH
PUBLIC HEARINGS AND OPENING OF ANNOUNCED BIDS
MESSAGES FROM THE PUBLIC
Item One: Mr. Tim Gintner, Chairman of the Rural Water District Number 1, regarding the work done by Crawford County Road & Bridge employees at their new facility.  Mr. Gintner thanked the Commissioners and the county employees for the great job they had done for the water district in the completion of their parking lot.   Commissioner Moody mentioned that he had toured the new facility for the water district and that he was very impressed with it.  Mr. Gintner stated that he hopes it will be remembered by the local residents as an emergency shelter facility since it has a backup generator and water available.  The Commissioners appreciated the thanks from Mr. Gintner and the other water district board members and thanked them for their service to residents.  
Item Two: Mr. Steve Lohr, Director of SEKCAP addressing SEKCAP Transportation Services request for letter of funding designated.  Mr. Lohr discussed the changes in the transportation program administered by KDOT and that the grant guidelines now require commitments of specific dollar amounts and when those dollars will be available.  Mr. Lohr provided the Commissioners with information about the grant program and requirements of the program.  Mr. Lohr also provided the Commissioners with some details of funds committed by several entities in the area as well as the number of riders being served.  
Commissioner Carl Wood asked if there were any specific services that target the needs of local veterans.  Mr. Lohr stated that SEKCAP will be hosting a VISTA volunteer for at least one year, starting November 8, 2014, that will only be focused on providing services and expanding services to local veterans.  Mr. Lohr stated that it will be this person’s mission to create a board of local veterans that will work on ways to serve the local veterans.  Mr. Lohr also stated that the current transportation services are open to anyone, including veterans, and that if they are contacted about transportation needs they will find a way to fulfill those needs.  There was also a discussion of the new initiative through KDOT to have a centralized dispatch center for each region of the state and that SEKCAP will host the regional dispatch center.  County Counselor Jim Emerson stated that he noticed that there was already some coordination between transportation providers but that this new system will make this coordination more formalized and easier to access.  
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On motion (14-253) of Commissioner Moody and the second of Commissioner Wood to approve a Letter of Support in the amount of $14,901 to the Southeast Kansas Community Action Program for Transportation Services to be provided for the July 2015 through June 2016 Grant Year.
